Major Achievements:
· The World's Top Ranked Sprinter on turf, as revealed in the Top 50 World's Leading Horses of 2004, announced on 19 Jan 2005.
· In the inaugural World Thoroughbred Racehorse Rankings Conference (WTRRC) took place in Hong Kong in December 2004, Silent Witness achieved the international rating of 123, the highest-rated Hong Kong horse in history, beating Fairy King Prawn's rating of 122 in 2000 and 2001. Silent Witness has also improved on his mark of 121 he achieved in the same race in 2003. The Conference was held under the auspices of the International Federation of Horseracing Authorities (IFHA), and superseded the International Classifications Conference, which had been held annually since 1977 under the direction of the European Pattern Committee.
· Time Magazine voted as one of the "people" who mattered most in the world in 2004.
· Starting from 2002, Silent Witness came from Australia as a griffin, trained by A S Cruz and took part in races for 29 times, all of them were ridden by Jockey Felix Coetzee. In 24 Apr 2005, Silent Witness eased to a 17th consecutive race success in the Queen's Silver Jubilee Cup (HKGr.2). Tackling 1400m for the very first time, Silent Witness broke the record of 16 consecutive wins established by the American champions, Cigar.
· The highest prize money earner ever – HK$ 62,496,396 – in Hong Kong racing.

· The first Hong Kong horse won two International Group 1 races in two consecutive years, including Hong Kong Sprint (Int'l G1) in Dec 2003 and Cathay Pacific Hong Kong Sprint (Int'l G1) in Dec 2004.
· In 2004, Silent Witness swept the three legs of the Champion Sprint Series and broke the record of 10 consecutive wins set by Co-tack, the Champion Horse in 80s. Mr Vitality (1995/1996) and Grand Delight (2002/2003) also won the three legs of Champion Sprint series.

· In 2004/2005, Silent Witness swept the three legs of the Champion Sprint Series again. He is the first Hong Kong Horse for winning these series for two consecutive years.
· Crowned Horse of the Year twice (2003/2004 and 2004/2005)

· Voted Most Popular Horse of the Year in the Hong Kong Jockey Club Champion Awards in 2003/2004 and 2004/2005.

· Champion Sprinter in the Hong Kong Jockey Club Champion Awards in 2003/2004, 2004/2005 and 2005/2006.
· Ranked as the highest Sprinter in the International Handicappers Conference held in Jun 2004 at Osaka, Japan.

· Retired in February 2007. A special farewell ceremony was conducted on 25 Feb 2007. A 1200m race was named as Silent Witness Handicap on that day.

· Invited to live in Living Legends of Australia.
